This FRC Quarterly Security Report 

reviews recent trends in conflict such as the number of terrorist attacks, type of attacks, tactics used for 

militancy and the resulting casualties. It gives updates and other security trends. The objective of this 

security report is to outline and categorize the forms of violent extremism taking place, the role of 

militant groups and the scale of terrorist activities. This report is the result of intensive monitoring and 

research by the FRCteam.FRC also inherits certain limitations due to the persistence of high-intensity 

security zones in FATA. The research center collects data through its field reports and other reliable 

sources present on the ground. The area under discussion is security sensitive so spans of curfew , cross 

firing and / or other limitations on mobility are common in different parts at different intervals. 

Thus, the number of actual occurrences of violence may be greater than those are being quoted here, 

mainly due to under reporting.

Operational Attacks: Large-scale operations launched by military and paramilitary troops against 
militants in FATA to preserve law and order and the writ of state. This category includes search 
operations, attacks on military and military operations in the region. 

 
Militant Attacks: Indiscriminate use of violence by militant outfits both locals and foreigners such as 
Tehrik-e-Taliban Pakistan (TTP), Al-Qaeda, Uzbeks, Lashkar-e Islam (LI), Ansar-ul-Islam(AI) and other 
Taliban groups including Wana Taliban, Gul Bahadar group etc respectively , manifested through 
suicide attacks, beheadings and destruction of educational institutions, CD/video shops, etc. 

 
Security Forces: Include the military , frontier corps, frontier constabulary , khassadar force, levis force 
and the police to combat militants . 
Inter-tribal Clashes: Clashes or feuds reported between tribes, mainly in FATA. 
Peace Forces: People from tribes of FATA who are battling militants and terrorists on the ground. 
Examples include the AmanLashkar/Civil Militias/Peace Committees often backed by the state. 

 
Terrorist Attacks: The category includes suicide attacks, firing, mortar shelling and terrorist 
insurgent attacks. 

 
Bomb Blasts:The category of bomb blasts include the explosions including IED, landmine blasts, roadside 
blasts, remote controlled bomb blasts and other explosions. 

 
Total Number of Casualties: The sum of total killed and injured in FATA due to violence and social unrest.

In today's world, Federally Administered Tribal Areas (FATA)     is often cited as a region rife with 
militants, and as such the area is seen as the epicenter of militancy and a global source of 
terrorism. However , in the past besides having certain administrative and political problems, the 
region has overall been one of the most peaceful areas of Pakistan, until the Russian aggression in 
1979, since 1947. There were working institutions both formal and informal playing instrumental role in 
keeping intact the social fabric of the tribal belt. There were only three main actors in the region namely 
Political Agent, the tribal citizens and of course Maliks who were acting as a bridge between the both. 
There was excellent synergy between these three actors and that equilibrium was always put at stakes by 
various successive regimes both Civil and Military at various instances of our troubled history. Political 
expediencies and geo-political environment of the region played major role in shaping out the FATA 
which we sees today.Though the event of 9/11 happened in US yet it played havocs with the future of this 
region which otherwise has a vibrant culture, a very rich history and gifted with extraordinary people. 

 
Since 9/11 FATA has been continuously found itself in the line of fire and it is the innocent civilians who are 
paying the price of states flawed policies persuade during cold war. The war on terror has resulted in 
great sufferings for locals both man and materials and still there isno end in sight. The social fabric of the 
area has gone through a major raptureand the tribal culture is evolving under the haze of violent 
extremism which is evident from our annual and quarterly security reports. 

 
These chilling reminders must need to be taken seriously by the government as they pose existential 
threat to the very survival of the State. The government must approach the situation with clarity and 
accurate threat perception and shall come up with a holistic and effective long-term strategy in order to 
defuse the situation on its western borders. FATA Research Center (FRC) considers National Assembly the 
right forum to take lead in this regard; however, Armed forces consultation is of utmost importance in 
charting out any future counter-terrorism and counter-extremism strategy. 

 
FATA Profile 
FATA is strategically located on the Pakistan-Afghanistan border FATA, both historically and 
traditionally, has had a unique administrative and political status since British control over the area in 
1894. In 1893, a demarcation line was drawn between Pakistan and Afghanistan known as the Durand 
Line, marking the boundary of British control and artificially dividing the lands held by the local tribes 
between the two domains. British colonizers controlled the agencies through an effective combination 
of Political Agents and Tribal Elders while leaving people with their traditions and internal independence. 
The administrative head of each tribal agency is a Political Agent who wields extensive administrative as 
well as judicial powers. Each agency, depending on its size, has about two to three assistant political 
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agents, about three to four Tehsildars, four to nine NaibTehsildars and requisite supporting staff. Pakistan 
inherited this system and it continues, with a few minor changes even today. FATA is characterized by a 
very strong tribal structure, and a very diverse, ethnic cultural heritage. There are 26 main tribes with 
approximately 32 sub tribes in FATA. The population of FATA is estimated to be 4.45 million with an 
average growth rate of 3.76 percent and an average household size of 12.2 since 1998. Administratively, 
the Governor of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (KPK) is the chief executive for FATA as an agent of the President of 
Pakistan. There are three administrative set-ups, namely, the Ministry of States and Frontier Regions 
(SAFRON), the FATA Secretariat, and FATA Development Authority (FDA) which supports and runs FATA 
under the direction of the Governor KPK. FATA is governed through the Frontier Crimes Regulation Act 
(FCR) of 1901, amended in 2011.

The year 2013 witnessed a total of 1673 killings and 1199 injuries that resulted in total of 374 terrorism 
related incidents throughout the tribal belt. The area witnessed the incidents in all shapes including bomb 
blasts, operational attacks, suicide attacks, clashes between militant groups and the military, 
kidnappings, and the target killings. However the most common incident in all quarters of the year 
remained Bomb blasts in which mostly tribal elders were targeted. It is pertinent to mention here that the 
elders who were targeted were somehow associated to the restoration of peace in their areas. 

 
Throughout the year Insurgents have been disturbing writ of government with multiple techniques. Most 
active groups include, Tehreek-e-Taliban Pakistan, Ansaar-Ul-Mujahideen, Lashkar-e-Islam, AnsarUl Islam, 
Wana Taliban (Mullah Nazir group), Hafiz GulBahadar group, Islamic Movement of Uzbakistan (IMU) and 
the Haqqani network. 

 

Bomb Blasts 1and target killings were the main trends found during the period of study, however, military 
operations, peace committees and drone attacks were some other trends making headlines during the 
whole period. Similarly talks of Peace process (peace talks) with insurgents also made rounds during the 
year. 

 
A violent conflict among various militants groups has also been observed during the span of study 
disturbing the civilian life in Tira valley (Khyber Agency) whereas in second quarter of the same year 
military forces intervened and launched full-fledged operation in the area. The aforementioned conflict 
of Tira caused a huge internal displacement. Tira operation was followed by military operation in Kurram 
agency where security forces countered the activities of TTP. 

 
Towards the end of the Military post in Mirali subdivision, North Waziristan Agency was attacked by a 
suicide bomber killing 5 security personnel and injuring another 35. The incident led to a military operation 
in the Mirali, causing various civilian deaths along with killings of militants. It has been noticed that since 
the incident of Kajury military post, military operations have been launched from time to time. 

 
This year again, drones, targeted very important militant commanders that included Hakeem 
UllahMehsud, TTP supreme commander, Wali Ur Rehman, who was TTP second in command, Mullah 
Sangeen of Haqqani network and Mullah Mohammad Nazir, head of Wana Taliban SWA. This year 
targeting of Afghan Taliban, NaseeruddingHaqqani, was also observed in Islamabad. He was the third son 
of Chief of Haqqani Group.

FATA has been going through a huge turmoil since Pakistan has become part of US war on terror. The severity of the 

conflict though fluctuates; however, restoration of peace back to the region seems elusive.Though the final and 

closing quarter of the year 2013 witnessed considerable improvement in the overall security situation of FATA yet 

violence echoed throughout length and breadth of the tribal belt during this period. 

 
 

A total of 78 terrorisms related incidents have been recorded in this quarter causing 192 deaths and injuring another 

244. These very figures in the past three quarters remained;84 incidents with 250 killings and 264 injuries in third 

quarter,92 incidents causing 592 killings and another 329 injuries during the second quarter of the same year while a 

soared figure of 120 incidents was recorded in the first quarter causing 639 killings and 362 injuries. The recorded 

incident figure has observed a descending order sequence right from the first quarter of the year which is a good 

omen. 

 
 

In the 4
th

quarter of 2013 the most common trend in all the seven agencies remained the killing of tribal elders.Elders 

who were perceived pro-government or those who were involved in some capacity in maintaining peace in the area 

were mainly persecuted. They were targeted either through target killing or roadside bomb explosions. These 

targeted tribal elders were, mostly, previously part of militant groups and later on they turned against the militants 

by shaking hands with the government and were playing an active role in maintaining peace in their respective areas 

thereby debarring miscreants to materialize their nefarious designs. 

 
 

Khyber Agency remained on track to improvement following military operation in the area, during the mid of year, 

which was aimed at securing the strategically important Tirah valley. The operation, no doubt, left enormous people 

displaced but it was militarily important to cleanse the area from insurgents once for all. The process of repatriation 

which was supposed to be started in September 2013, however, it has to be delayed for few more weeks due to 

unstable circumstances prevailing in the region. According to the last reports, the process of repatriation didn't get 

momentum despite Governor KPK visit to the agency urging the people to move back to their areas considering it 

safe. 

 
 

In this quarter North Waziristan Agency presented a bleak picture that was not only different from its previous three 

quarters but also sub-division Mirali of the agency underwent a military operation for the first time in the year thereby 

bringing more devastation to the war torn agency both in human and material. A week long curfew with frequent 

artillery and aerial shelling targeted the suspected militant hideouts in the area. The whole MIrali Bazaar was 

destroyed and around 70 people were killed in the military operation. Half of the killed were civilians. Hundreds of 

Mehsud IDPs' families living in Mirali also left the area and shifted to Tank and Dera Ismail khan districts. 
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Around 65 percent of the total casualties have been recorded in NWA during this quarter. Most of the militant casualties have 

been recorded in NWA and Orakzai Agency while a majority chunk of civilians casualties were reported from Khyber and North 

Waziristan Agencies.

Bajaur is the smallest of tribal agencies, situated on the extreme north of FATA, which has been reported 
as the most vulnerable region for cross border attacks from Afghanistan. It has 52 Kms of border with 
Afghanistan's troubled province of Kunar which is known for extensive militants' activities in 
Afghanistan. According to analysts the roots of militancy in Bajaur could be traced back to the activities 

of of Sufi Muhammad2, a former member of Jamaat-e-Islami (JI) and a veteran of the Afghan jihad 
(Rahmanullah, April 2010), which later on reemerged with a much stronger force in the shape of anti-
government militancy. The Lal Masjjid operation also owns to thefirst military operation in August 2008 

against Faqir Muhammad3 who started steering religious sentiments of innocent tribesmen on the 
account of government and Lal Masjjid administration standoff. Presently, militants in the region belong 
to different groups, including the Tehreek-e-Taliban Pakistan (TTP), the Dr. Ismail Group, and the Moulana 

Abdullah Group. The government responded to countermilitancy in Bajuar Agency by forming Lashkars4 

along with military operations against the militants in the agency. Besides the counter militancy on the 
ground by the Pakistani security forces three drone attacks have been reported since 2001 in which one 
militant commander and 18 other militants havebeen killed. Like other tribal agencies military 
cantonment is under construction in the agency and is in the completion phase which can depict military 
presence in the area.

Security situation in the agency was reported improving in the outgoing quarter of the year 2013. A 
considerable decrease in the matrix showing the number of casualties, including killings and injuries, was 
recorded in the quarter though the incidents happened remained almost the same as were in previous, 
third, quarter. 

 

However, according to the fourth quarter security report most of incidents of terrorism still revolve 
around 'across the border attacks' and second in the list are target killings. According to the political 
administration of the agency, militants residing in Kunar province of neighboring Afghanistan were 
assumed to be behind, particularly, behind these cross the border attacks. Such attacks, that included 
firing of mortar shells and missiles, caused widespread unrest and promote asense of insecurity among 
the residents living in the border villages of Mamond and Salarzai tehsils on the border with Afghanistan. 
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An increase in the number of 
cross border attacks were 
recorded in this quarter than 
third quarter where a single 
incident, causing four injuries, 
happened but this quarter seven 
such incidents took place in the 
agency. Fortunately very few 
casualties'were reported in 
these cross border attacks. The 
militants used to fire mortars and 
rockets into the border areas of 
Bajaur Agency. 

 
Statistics of the fourth quarter 
shows that other than cross 
border attacks, target killing of 
tribal elders remained rampant in the agency. 

 
Role of peace committees' in maintaining law and order and containing militancy in the agency can in no 
way be ignored or undermined rather one such glorifying example is of Salarzai Peace Committee is in 
front of us that kept Salarzai tehsil intact from infiltration of militants since the onset of militancy wave in 
the agency back in 2008.However elders of such peace committees remained vulnerable to life taking 
attempts from miscreants in the fourth quarter. Miscreants continued targeting pro-government and 
influential tribal elders using small and easy to carry weapons and bomb blasts with intervals. It merits 
mentioning here that most of those being targeted were previously part of the militant groups or were 
playing significant role in maintaining peace in the area effectively. 

 
Political administration tried to limit the menace of target killings by imposing ban over motor bike riding 
in the agency. The strategy helped in decreasing chances of targeting militants' hit list people but 
improvised explosive devices explosions supplemented the objectives of the militants the other way.

Mohmand Agency (MA) sharesits border with Bajaur Agency in North, Khyber Agency inits South, Malakand 
and Charsadda districts in the East and Peshawar Districtin the Southeast. According to 1998 census the 
population of the agency was 334,453 with a population density of 171 persons per square kilometer. Ghalanai 
is the agency headquarters. Mohmand Agency is comparatively more integrated into the main land of 
Pakistan though it has been ignored same as the rest of FATA by the government. This ignorance may be the 

sole reason of Sufi Mohammad's5 movement that affected the region. Indigenous Taliban emerged as a 
major social force in the agency in 2006, when armed militants began patrolling the area and ordering 
residents to follow strict social codes. The nature of militancy is clearly anti-government in Mohmand where 
the anti-government sentiments increased soon after 2007 Lal Masjid (Red Mosque) operation by the 
security forces of Pakistan (Raza Khan, April 2010). Besides local militant activities, non-local and foreigner 
militant groups also affected peace in the region. To counter this variety of militancy, Pakistani security forces 
had operated at various levels including involving the local people in shape of forming civil militia against 
militants.Moreover military operations of 2011 and 2012 have cleared most areas of Mohmand Agency from 
the miscreants that was helpful significantly in bringing back the normal life to the natives of the area.

Mohmand Agency security situation presents a picture that is not different from the previous quarter, 
third, of the year 2013. Incidents of target killings, road side improvised explosive devices (IEDs) 
explosions and sporadic ambush attacks on security forces stationed at Pak-Afghan border villages were 
reported in the past three months, October to December 2013. 

 
One significant reflection which 

was found in the fourth quarter 
was thetargeted attempts made 
o n t h e l i v e s o f p e a c e 
committees' members and tribal 
elders. However, in the previous 
quarter they were targeted 
through bomb blasts. 

 
According to independent 
sources writ of government has 
been established successfully 
with exception to the areas 
bordering Afghanistan. 

 
In pursuance of peace,the local 
political administration and security forces are leaving no stone unturned and are regularly holding 
meetings with the local tribal elders in the agency to keep the writ of the government intact in the agency. 

 
Corps Commander Peshawar Lt. Gen Khalid Rabbani visited Baizai sub-division of the agency and 
inspected the security check posts situated on Pak-Afghan border and vowed to safeguard the 
ideological and geographical borders of the country at every cost. General Rabbani urged the locals of the 
agency also to keep cooperating with the security forces closely as without their support it is not possible 
to defeat the militants. 
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Political administration also has accelerated their efforts by encouraging the locals to resume business 
activities in the agency with renewed skills and ideas. They have been organizing different technical 
trainings programs for the said purpose including handicrafts. 

 
Many developmental efforts have been recorded from the agency at all quarters as another major 
breakthroughin education sector was observed. The Mohmand Agency political administration, 
education department and security forces decided to reopen all educational institutions that have been 
targeted by militants during the hey days of militancy from November 15, 2013 after four years closure. 

 
Overall the agency presents an improved sign of established writ of government.

Khyber Agency is geographically very important tribal belt and the famous Khyber Pass6 further increases its 
strategic importance. It borders Afghanistan to the west, Orakzai Agency to the south, Kurram Agency to 
south west and Peshawar to the east. The total population of 546,730 is divided, administratively, into three 
units—Bara, Jamrud and LandiKotal. This population is also divided into four main tribes in which Afridi tribe 
is the biggest one. The other three tribes include Shinwari, MullaGori and Shilmani. The agency has 
multifaceted militancy: sectarian violence, Sunni groups aiming to establish a Taliban-style government, and 
drug mafias add fuel conflict in the area. Although the current militancy is the offspring of the sectarian 
differences in KHA noticed between Mufti MunirShakir, founder of Lashkar-e-Islam (LI) and PirSaif-ur-

Rehman7. Lashkar-e-Islam is currently headed by MangalBagh. TTP has also reasonable bases in Khyber 
Agency which is recently in a 'war time alliance' with MangalBagh in the fight with Ansar-ul-Islam in 

Tirahvalley. Nature of conflict is quite different in Khyber Agency where even counter militancy 8measures 
ironically became the cause of terror and acceleration in militancy. The recent clash between the militants 
and anti-militants groups displaced many families in TirahValley.

Khyber Agency which was hit hard by militancy since the last quarter of 2012 reached to its climax in the 
first quarter of 2013.However, the agency security situation started showing improvements since the 
third quarter of 2013. The military offensive taken against the Militants could be the reason behind this 
decline in terrorist incidents recorded and the decrease in casualty figures. 

 
A full-fledged military operation was launched and concluded at the end of second quarter of year 2013in 
the area. Military succeeded in wiping out the militants successfully thereby hosting the national flag at 
Tirah valley. Though the operation was successful but it inflicted huge number of casualties to both 
parties involved in battles. 

 
This operation and the infightings 
among different militant groups 
in the area left a huge number of 
people displaced that took 
refuge in the down district of 
KPK. The IDPS' after seeing 
improvements in their home 
towns started repatriation but 
w a s h a l t e d a g a in d u e t o 
unfavorable circumstances. In 
the same connection Governor 
KPK visited the remote area, 
Tirah Valley this quarter, and 
u r g e d t h e p e o p l e a n d 
administration to accelerate the 
repatriation process. 

 
Incidents of target killings and 
Improvised Explosive Devices were reported in the previous three months in which mostly civilians were 
hurt. Nato supplying trucks drivers and polio vaccinators remained the main targets of target killers in the 
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agency, as one of the two routes supplying goods to Afghanistan based US/NATO troops passes through 
Torkham the agency remained vulnerable to such nature attacks. Pakistan Custom Complex at Landikotal 
experienced one such attack when a suicide bomber, teenager, exploded himself near clearance gate 
where goods transporters and custom officials were busy in their routine activities causing more than 
twenty six people injured. 

 
To counter the menace of increased target killings the political administration had increased the number 
of check posts on the routes leading to Afghanistan but it remained short of diminishing such incidents. 

 
Polio vaccinators were also targeted in the agency where mostly the vaccination campaigners were 
debarred from doing their exercise in the area. Such nature major incident happened in Sepah locality of 
Bara tehsil where abductors, of Lashkar-e-Islam, kidnapped eleven female school teachers who 
participated in a polio campaign in Bara, however, after detaining them for four days and were released 
later on. 

 
Security forces contingents were also targeted with improvised explosive devices in the area harming the 
forces personnel; however, intensity of such attacks remained low as compared to the previous quarters 
of the year. 

 
 

Widespread corruption at check posts on routes leading to Afghanistan had become a norm of the day in 
Khyber Agency. Attention of the higher ups' towards this neglected but most lethal viral infection was 
diverted by an area local journalist but unluckily he had to face the music with life taking threats. The 
situation for them is turning from bad to worse with each passing day in the agency. In light of the 
aforementioned situation reporting from the troubled area would become very difficult if not impossible 
in the days ahead if no serious attention is being paid to the situation in sensing its gravity.

Orakzai Agency is administratively divided into two subdivisions; Upper and Lower Orakzai with total 
population of 450,000 having population density of 250 square km (650/sq mi). The agency with total 
area of 1,538 square kilometers is bound in the north by Khyber Agency, in the east by FR Kohat, in the 
south by Kohat and Hangu districts and in the west by Kurram Agency. It is the only tribal agency which 
has no direct borders with Afghanistan but still a variety of militancy exists in the agency. Apart from the 
local sectarian violence, TTP and TNSM also have their bases in the agency. The Students' Movement 

(Tehrik-i-Tulaba Movement (TTM))9 led by Maulvi Muhammad Rehmin, a local cleric which has 
contributed in militarizing the religious society of the agency. According to reports and analysis sectarian 
conflict between Shia and Sunni Muslims exists in Orakzai agency but its intensity is comparatively lower 
than Kurram agency. The agency has remained a safe haven for the current TTP leader, Hakim ullah 
Mehsud, who launched hundreds of attacks on NATO supply vehicles from the agency.

The situation in Orakzai agency was not much different to the rest of FATA. Found in deep grip of militancy 
in the closing quarters of year 2010, the dawn of year 2013 had brought hope to the tribesmen of this 
Agency. The militancy was exterminated from the area bringing back normalcy to life in the region; 
however, complete peace was restored towards the closing days of second quarter in 2013. Third quarter 
of the year 2013 went unperturbed causing no harm to the locals, while during this quarter, fourth 
quarter, the graph of the incidents and casualties has again underwent sway showing the presence of 
insurgents in the area operating clandestinely. 

 
Militants groups in the agency 
had have a clash wherein TTP 
fighters attacked Mullah Nabi 
Hanfi group headquarter in Spin 
Thall locality of Bulandkhel area 
of Orakzai Agency in which 
around sixteen militants were 
reportedly killed. The reason of 
attack was the mutual old-rivalry 
between the above mentioned 
two groups. Spokesman for TTP 
Taliban had mentioned that 
Mullah Nabi was targeted 
because of his pro-government 
attitude and anti TTP agenda. 
However independent sources 
maintained that Mullah Hanfi had 
clashes with TTP leadership since 
his parting ways with Hakim Ullah 
Mehsud, TTP commander, and because of the same reason TTP had earlier attacked the Nabi 
headquarters' in the same locality around two years back however he managed to survive, even this time 
also he sustaining bullet wounds. 
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In another development from the area, showing the clandestine presence of militants, unknown 
miscreants targeted the convoy of political agent Orakzai Agency while he was en-route to Hangu from 
Kalaya. The miscreants attacked the convoy from all the four sides however fortunately the attacked 
person remained unhurt. Till the last reports the reasons of attack remained unknown and no militant 
group had taken the responsibility. 

 
Another incident of target killing was reported in Top Kally village in lower orakzai where a Jirga was in 
procession when two brothers attacked the rival group with hand grenades whereas the attackers were 
killed by qaumi laskhkar members on the spot.

Kurram Agency is bordered by Afghanistan in the north and west (the provinces of Ningarhar and Pukthia 
respectively), in the east by Orakzai Agency and Khyber Agency, in the southeast by Hangu and on the 
south by North Waziristan Agency. The agency is 115 kilometers long with a total area of 3,380 square 
kilometers. The population according to the 1998 census was at 448,310. It is suffering from the sectarian 
violence which has been reportedly since the Islamization of Pakistan by General Zia. This violence has 
been fueled since 1980s and amplified by advanced weapons that passed through the agency during the 
Afghan Jihad. Strategically the agency is very important. Therefore, Taliban from the Mehsud and Wazir 
tribes of North and South Waziristan began their activities in the agency in 2006, and since 2007 have 
been involved in anti-Shia fighting. In the response many local and non-local Shia militant organizations 
clashed with these Sunnis groups. The agency has witnessed full scale military operations to keep the 
agency peaceful, but still militancy exists in the area.

Kurram Agency that had been engulfed with sectarian crisis since the past few decades has 
remained calm this quarter witnessing few bomb blasts incidents and land mines explosions. 
This quarter the agency had seen a number of attacks targeting local tribal elders mostly 
through Improvised Explosives Devices. Notwithstanding these attacks were also 
supplemented by anti-tank landmines or Remnants Of War on the dirt roads causing life 
threatening injuries. Though security forces had diffused many such landmines in the agency 

but still its complete elimination will take further time. 
 
 

Other than this, with exception to one suicide attack on a tribal elder, no terrorism related 
activity was recorded in the whole quarter. 
 
 

Target Killing that remained 
almost common in all the 
tribal agencies this quarter 

has some effects here also. 
Mostly elders having effective 
roles in peace making in the 
agency during the climax of 

militancy in the agency faces 
l i f e t a k i n g a t t e m p t s . 
However, such attacks in 
Kurram Agency can't be seen 

in isolation from sectarian 
tension.

North Waziristan Agency (NWA) on the north is bordered with Kurram Agency and Hangu District, on the 
east with Tribal Areas adjoining Bannu District and Tribal Area Adjoining Karak and Bannu Districts,on the 
south with South Waziristan Agency, and on the west also by Afghanistan. It has a population of about 0.6 

million. NWA is famous for the Haqqani Network10, an Afghan Taliban organization based in NWA. There 
are three kinds of militants groups in the agency; the local militants' group (s), the foreign militants' 
organizations and the non-local militant groups which included Punjabi Taliban, the TTP and other groups. 

The nature of conflict is different in NWA where a huge, number of foreign militants 11those are anti-
government while the dominants local militants groups in NWA headed by Hafiz Gul Bahadar are pro-

governmentin12 nature. Where there is strong tribal system or strong tribal bond, militants in those areas 
often observed cold peace with the government. Same is the case of NWA where Gul Bahadar belonging 
to MadaKhel clan of the Uthmanzai Wazir is in cold peace with government since 2006. Peace agreement 
(s) may be one of the reasons of not having full scale military operation in the agency. The other reason, 
according to analysts, is the strategic importance of the agency from where the Pakistan can operate for 
its strategic depth in Afghanistan. The agency served in the unification of the Taliban under single Shura 

(Taliban council)13. 
 
 

According to reports drones attacks particularly target foreign militants in NWA therefore it can be easily 
assumed that extensive presence of foreign militants is the dominant reason of the highest number of 
drone attacks directed toward the agency.

North Waziristan Agency remained the most volatile agency among the seven agencies of federally administered 
tribal areas in the final and closing quarter of year 2013. The agency not only witnessed great escalation in number 
of incidents but also showed a record increase in number of killings, injuries and prolonged curfews across the area 
besides witnessing the leadership row between the leadersof Tehreek-e-Taliban Pakistan. 
 
According to the fourth quarter report almost half of the casualties, 44 %, were incurred to security forces in the 
area. It was followed by common people/ civilian casualties, 33%, and militants, 23%, respectively. The escalation in 
terrorisms related incidents mostly came in shape of attacks, IEDs' explosions, on security forces contingents 
causing harm to security forces personnel. In turn the forces reiterated with gunship helicopters attacks targeting 
hideouts of suspected militantsin which civilians were also hit. 
 
Besides these attacks the most perturbing issue in the agency remained Drone Strikes. It was not only a cause of 
psychological distress for the residents of the agency but also remained bone of contention between the 
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government of Pakistan and the United States of 
America. Notwithstanding repeatedly protests 
from the government of Pakistan over the 
Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) strikes, drones 
continued hovering undauntedly over the 
Pakistans' tribal belt throughout the quarter. A 
grand total of 25 drone attacks were carried out in 
Federally Administered Tribal Areas of Pakistan 
this year in which 03 were held in South Waziristan 
A g e n c y ,     0 1     i n     d i s t r i c t     H a n g u     o f 
KyberPakhtoonkhwa while the rest occurred in 
North Waziristan Agency and three strikes were 
carried out in the agency,NWA,in the fourth 
quarter. 
 
These very drones created hue and cry in the ranks 
of TTP when their top commanders including 
Hakeem UllahMehsud were shot dead. Hakeem 
Ullah was targeted on 01 November, while Mufti 
Ahmad Jan and Maulvi Hamid Ullah were killed in 
drone strikes in district Hangu on November 21st. 
These very killings strained the relations between the government of Pakistan and the insurgents thereby giving a severe 
jolt to the in-pipe peace process. Other important Taliban commanders killed in the year remained, Wali Ur Rehman, 
Sangeen Zadran of Haqqqanni network and Mullah Nazir, head of Ahmadzai Wazir Taliban of Wana region of South 
Waziristan Agency. 
 
Another development that surfaced in TTP ranks and files after Hakim Ullah death was the shift in the leadership of the 
organization. The pedals of the leadership that remained with Mehsud Tribe since the death of Naik Mohammad Wazir in 
2004 shifted to a non Mehsud and a non-local for the first time. Taliban Shoora (Taliban Grand Assembly) appointed Mullah 
FazlUllah, alias Mullah FM, as a new chief and successor of Hakeem Ullah Mehsood of the banned organization after hectic 
efforts of several rounds of meetings. The central shoora also, with a majority consensus, appointed Sheikh Khalid as 
deputy head of TTP.Mullah Fazlullah belongs to Swat while Sheikh Khalid to Swabi district of KPK. However, Khan Syed alias 
Sajjna, Mullah Fazlullah, Sheikh Khalid Haqqani, Umar Khalid Khurasani and Hafiz Saeed were notable contesters for the 
leadership slot. The last drone attack of 2013 came on December 27th in NWA Qutab Khell village in which two arab militants 
were reportedly killed. 
An unprecedented happening was observed in the agency during the month of December 2013 when security forces 
launched operation, of its own nature, in the area once their one of the base, Kajori forte, near Mirali was hit by an 
explosives laden van killings at least four security forces personnel while leaving 35 others seriously injured. 
After the incident security forces launched search and targeted operation with imposed curfew in the agency that lasted 
for around seven days. According to FRC reports at least 33 militants, majority of them belonging to Islamic Movement of 
Uzbekistan (IMU), were also killed. In the operation, also, the casualties' toll of civilians crossed 40 including an incident 
wherein 25 people, taking refuge in a local hotel owned by Shereen Wali at Mirali, were killed with gunship helicopters 
shelling. 
Attack on Kajori forte was claimed by Ansar-Ul-Mujahideen group spokesman, Abu Baseer, and vowed to continue their 
attacks in avenge of Hakeem Ullahs' death in particular while drone attacks in FATA at general. 
Attacks on security forces contingents with IEDs explosions continued undauntedly in the agency. Ironically the attacks 
came on the days of clamped curfew but despite security arrangements in place, attackers succeeded in materializing their 
nefarious designs. 
During this period a famous commander of Haqqani network was also eliminated in North Waziristan by Drones which was 
indeed a great blow to Haqqani's.

South Waziristan Agency (SWA) is the largest in size of all the other agencies in FATA. It is bordered, on the north, 
with North Waziristan Agency, on the north-east with Bannu and Lakki Marwat Districts; on the east with Tribal 
Area adjoining Tank, Tank District and Dera Ismail Khan Districts; on the south with Zhob District of Baluchistan 
Province and the tribal areas adjoining Dera Ismail Khan District; and on the west with Afghanistan. South 
Waziristan has a population of around 0.8 million. SWA has been home for the three kinds of militants, foreign, 
non-local and local, of militants since the US invasion of Afghanistan in October 2001 when they crossed the 
borders in search of safe haven. The local militants were closely affiliated with the Afghan Taliban;when Afghan 
Taliban were ousted from Afghanistan by US and     the local Taliban started organizing themselves into an 
organizations which later on in December 2007 appeared in shape of Tehrik-e-Taliban Pakistan (TTP), initially 

headed by Bait ullah Mehsud14. TTP with the passage of time confined to Mehsud tribes' militants while militants 

belonging to Wazir15 tribes organized under the leadership of Mullah Nazir16 Mullah Nazir got the support of local 
people, especially of religious community, when he compelled the Uzbeks from Wana, agency headquarters. Now 
there is no presence of Uzbeks in Wana though there are other foreign and non-local militants present in Wana 
among them Al-Qaeda and Punjabi Taliban are famous. 
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14Hakimullah is the present head of TTP 
15Wazir and Mehsud are the two major tribes in South Waziristan along with other small tribes such as Burki, SulemanKhel etc. 
16Ayubi is the current head of Nazir's group in Wana

South Waziristan Agency has been pretty peaceful in the last quarter of the year as compared to previous 
three quarters. A single incident of bomb blast and a cross border attack was reported in the last, fourth, 
quarter whereas in previous quarter, third quarter, the graph had shown considerable disturbances 
including bomb blasts, drone attacks, cross border attacks, target killings and clashes between militants 
and security forces were observed. 

 
If we have a glance on data of first two quarters of year 2013, 22 people were killed and 6 were injured in 
just 6 incidents whereas during second quarter 15 people were killed and 32 others injured in 5 terrorism 
related incidents. However in third quarter this ratio escalated to 26 killings with 36 injuries whereas in 
fourth quarter a single incident of attack over security forces was recorded in which 5 security forces 
personnel were killed with one injured, however, till the last reports none had accepted the responsibility. 
Similarly a single incident of cross border attack was recorded in the area injuring six civilians in the border 
village. 

 
It is pertinent to mention here 
that the government is in tacit 
peace with the local Taliban of 
Agency's Sub-division Wana. 
The numerical decrease in the 
number of incidents leading to 
less injuries and killings shows 
the prevailing peace in the area 
that was once hit hard by 
militants and the subsequent 
military operations, though 
operation Rahe-Nijjat is still 
going on in far and wide of SWA.

Bajaur Agency in the outgoing year 2013 presents a picture of steadiness and tranquility with limited 
number of cross border attacks and targeted killings incidents. Round the year, the peace and effects 
variables had hardly reached the point as was observed in the previous year, 2012. 

 
During the first quarter of 2013 a total of 04 incidents were recorded that caused 10 casualties; eight 
killings and two injuries. Among the casualties three out of 10 were militants while the rest were civilians 
and armed forces personnel. 

 
Second quarter witnessed 5 incidents of terrorism resultantly causing 20 casualties with 8 killings and 12 
injuries while six out of the eight killed were the civilians and the remaining two were security forces 
personnel. 

 
Third quarter of the year saw 15 incidents causing 32 casualties with 17 killings and 15 injuries. Overall 
peace has been restored to the agency but incidents of target killings and bomb blasts remained 
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undaunted. The major chunk of killings and injuries that were reported this quarter were due to target 
killing and IED blasts targeting tribal elders. 

 
In the final quarter of the year 2013, 14 terrorism related incidents were recorded leaving the casualties 
number at 15. Out of 15, 4 were the killings while 11 were injuries. Mostly cross border attacks, presumed to 
be fired by Taliban from Kunar Province of Afghanistan, were witnessed but fortunately most of the times 
it landed in open areas thereby missing its targets. Bomb blasts, missing its targets often, and the 
haphazard mortar shells firing from the other side of Pak-Afghan border remained the main points behind 
the visible decline in effect variable against variable peace in the above plotted graph in the fourth quarter 
of 2013. 

 
Similarly the first quarter of year 2012 recorded 4 terror incidents causing 15 killings and 3 injuries, 

whereas in the second and third quarters an unprecedented increase in the casualties and incidents were 
recorded in the agency; 8 incidents caused 148 casualties with a vibrant ratio of 48 killings and 100 injuries. 
In the quarter a suicide attack directed at security forces personnel killed at least 29 persons, including 
four policemen, while leaving over 73 injured at Khar Bazaar merits mentioning here. The suicide attack 
was followed by two explosions in Chamarkand village in Bajaur agency also. This escalated tension 
between security forces and the area militants leading to a number of small scale military operations in 
the following quarter. 

 
Third quarter saw a hundred and twenty five percent increase in violence incidents as compared to the 
second quarter (from eight incidents in second quarter to eighteen in third). Effects of these 18 
incidents were recorded too high as 302 people were found dead with 66 injured. The largest number of 
casualties happened due to a short range military operation, unlike 2008 military operation, in the agency, 
killing 209 militants. The agency also saw 7 cross border attacks in the third quarter, a type of attack 
absent in second quarter. 

 
In the final quarter of year 2012, 7 incidents of terrorism happened with least effects over the security 
situation in the agency. In these attacks 3 people died while 8 were found injured.

Mohmand Agency in first quarter of 2013 has seen a total of 6 incidents resulting in 17 casualties. Most of 
the casualties happened due to bomb blasts; four blasts rendered four deaths and 12 injuries, however no 
militant casualties were reported. 

 
Second quarter of the year went unperturbed with established peace in the area. However, a resurge in 
militant activities was observed in the third quarter of the year in which 11 incidents of terrorism happened 
that caused 6 deaths and 19 injuries. The incidents included target killing, bomb blast, terrorist attacks and 
Explosive Remnants of War (ERW). 

 
Again not only a decrease in the number of incidents was observed in the final quarter of the year but also 
a similar decrease was observed in the total number of casualties, both the killings and injuries; 8 incidents 
caused 13 casualties with 5 killings and 8 injuries. Incidents of target killings, road side improvised devices 
explosions and sporadic ambush attacks on security forces stationed in the border areas of the agency 
were reported in the quarter. 

 
In year 2012, Mohmand Agency underwent drastic happenings in its second quarter where militancy 
escalated to new heights than any other quarters of the year. The statistics available with the 
organization reveals that 17 terrorism related incidents were recorded that took lives of 47 people

besides injuring 38 others including security forces personnel. 
 

Militants were found active in the agency during the whole quarter thereby attacking pro-government 
peace lashkars elders through roadside bomb blasts. In addition, security forces clashed with militants 
during attacks on check posts in Khwezai and Haleemzai tehsils, and during a cross-border attack in Baizai 
subdivision. Militants remained engaged in destroying government run girls' and boys' schools across the 
agency. By the end of June, the number of destroyed educational institutions in Mohmand Agency had 
reached 96. Subsequently security forces started limited range military operations in MullaGhani Baba, 
Pipal Banda, Fatah Maina and IzzatLal Banda areas. In retaliation, militants targeted different security 
forces installations with heavy weaponry causing money and material losses to the military. 

 
During first quarter of year 2012, 5 incidents were recorded with 20 killings, whereas in the third and 
fourth quarters the ratio stood at 10 incidents causing 18 casualties; 10 killings and 8 injuries, while 23 
incidents with 18 killings and 14 injuries were recorded. 

 
Though a numerical increase was observed in the ratio of incidents happened but its effects were much 
low than those being recorded in the second quarter of the same year. However, the fourth quarter 
witnessed a significant event when Jammiat-i-Islami former chief QaziHussain Ahmad (Late) escaped 
unhurt in a suicide attack by a woman near his motorcade in Mohmand tribal region.

The security situation in Khyber Agency presents a complex picture in the past two years. It is one of the 
seven agencies of FATA that has been continuously under the vivacious wave of militancy since the onset 
of year 2012 till the last sunset of year 2013. People displaced from the agency in the start of 2012 due to the 
general unrest in the agency are still waiting for a better day to come in their lives when they will be 
repatriating to their natives homes in the far flunged, rugged and mountainous localities of the agency 
without any life hazards during their journey back to homes. 

 
If we subtly review the above plotted graphs we will reach to a conclusion that from third quarter of year 
2012 to the next third quarter of year 2013, one cycle of a projectile completes. In other words militancy 
sprung in third quarter of year 2012 and came to its lowest ebb again in the third quarter of next year. The 
two ends of the projectile, after examination, shows decrease in the militancy once the military and peace 
lashkars interrupted the crisis. 

 
First quarter of year 2012 was found turbulent due to a number of factors. First Quarter of 2012 witnessed 
a total of 40 terrorism related incidents in which 422 casualties were recorded including 258 people being 
killed and other 164 being injured. 
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Security forces launched the Bara Operation in September 2009, continued with impositions of curfews 
now and then for the success of the operation. However, according to unverified data, in the first quarter 
of the year around 20,000 families have been displaced to Peshawar, Charsadda and Nowshera, including 
Jalozai Camp, districts of KPK from Bara sub-division. Control of Tirah valley remained the bone of 
contention among different militant groups in the agency and infightings among them continued raising 
the death toll unprecedentedly in the area. Notables among them remained Lashkar-e-Islam (LeI), T 
auheed-ul-Islam (TUL), TTP and Ansar-ul-Islam (AUI). Tirah valley had strategic position and was 
considered as a safe haven for the militants due to its remoteness and lack of communication channels. 

 
Second quarter of 2012 noticed 39 incidents with total casualties' ratio standing at 335, including 182 
killings and 153 injuries. Though the situation was less strained than the previous quarter but was not safer 
even then. Active role of tribal peace lashkers including Kukikhel Afridi, Zakakhel, and the Akakhel tried 
hard to contain the situation before getting into worst besides security forces in the area. 

 
It was the third quarter that the situation started turning towards right direction due to the effective role 
of military and the peace lashkars. In the quarter a total of 66 incidents with 102 killings and 97 injuries 
were reported. Increased clashes between Aman Lashkars (Peace committees) and militants were 
reported. Militants were also killed in security forces shelling on their suspected hideouts in Tirah and 
Shalobar areas of Bara tehsil. 

 
Situation again started deteriorating from the last quarter of the year 2012 with a gradual increase in the 
number of attacks and subsequent casualties. 69 terrorism related incidents with 144 killings and 158 
injuries were again reported in the quarter after security forces conducted cleanup operation in Bara 
Tehsil of Khyber Agency. Control of Tirah valley remained hot issue among the different factions of 
militants. Since then the ratio of casualties and incidents started ascending till the start of third quarter of 
year 2013. 

 
In the first quarter of 2013 a grand total of 488 casualties including 371killings and 117 injuries with 59 
incidents were reported. Mostly the casualties came due to the mutual infightings among the different 
militant groups. However this ratio stood at 30 incidents and 325 casualties with 266 killings and 59 
injuries at the end of second quarter 2013. However an important event happened in the second quarter 
when towards the end of May and start of June, Tirah valley was secured from militants by the security 
forces thereby hoisting the flag of Pakistan. 

 
Securing Tirah valley by security forces was considered the final blow to the militant factions infightings in 
the agency and subsequently security situation started showing improvement signs considerably and as a 
result in third quarter 25 incidents of terrorism causing 69 killings and 14 Injuries were reported whereas 
18 incidents with 13 killings and 43 injuries were reported in the final quarter of 2013. 

 
Repatriation of IDPs' to the deserted agency, of 17,140 displaced families, was supposed to get start in the 
mid of September 2013, but after the dispatch of few contingents of IDP's the process had to be halted 
temporarily again due to unfavorable circumstances.

First quarter of the year 2013 went perturbed for the cited agency where according to FRC reports a grand 
total of 258 casualties were recorded with 19 incidents of terrorism resultantly killing 152 people and 
leaving other 106 injured. 

 
Pakistan security forces were fighting their deadliest battles against militants in the area particularly 
Mamozai locality in upper Orakzai agency, as central and lower orakzai had been cleared off militant 
earlier in 2011. Militants belonging to TTP faction of Taliban was involved in fighting's with the security 
forces. Leading commanders of the Agency     are Daulat Hafiz, Gull Zamanand Aslam Farooqi. The 
infightings displaced, as usual, huge number of people from the area that took refuge in the settled parts 
of KPK temporarily. 

 
Though peace was restored to many parts of the agency following a military operation in the area but still 
small scale military search and target operations were observed in the second quarter of the year that 
caused 83 casualties with 12 incidents of terrorism leaving the death toll at 60 and injured at 23. Daburi 
area of Upper Oarkazi merits mentioning here where mostly the incidents of terrorism happened. 

 
Third quarter remained calmer than the past two but clashes between different factions of militants were 
reported in the final quarter where 20 people were killed while 16 others were injured in just three 
incidents. Suicide attack on Mullah Nabi headquarters by TTP fighters in Spin Thall locality of Bulandkhel 
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area of Orakzai Agency killed reportedly sixteen militants. 
 

Military operations in the upper orakzai in the first quarter of year 2012 caused 172 casualties' including 138 
killings and 34 injuries. Security forces engagements against militants continued in the second and third 
quarter consequently leading to 14 incidents of terrorism in third quarter thereby killing 91 people and 
leaving 11 others injured, while the statistics remained at 34 incidents with 257 killings and 51 injuries in the 
third quarter. Small scale military operations against the militants continued in the final quarter of the 
year in which 14 incidents reportedly killed 69 people and 47 injuries.

Military operation launched in the agency during the second quarter of 2013 let the graph of casualties 
ascend like the rest of agencies in similar situations. The military offensive was unavoidable to secure 
areas which have been considered strong hubs of militants including Parra Chamkanni in Central Kurram. 
The data gathered in the second quarter remained at 172 killings with 117 injuries in just 12 incidents. 

 
Third quarter saw fluctuations due to two suicide attacks that caused havoc in the main city of 
Parrachinnar thereby killing at least 50 people and killing 113 others injured. other than that first and last 
quarters of year 2013 remained calmer with exception to bomb explosions that had happened due to the 
remnants of War i-e., 7 incidents with 5 killings and 19 injuries in the first quarter while 6 incidents with 14 
killings and 20 injuries in the last quarter. 

 
In the first two quarters of year 2012 ground for military offensive was being prepared as in the first 
quarter attacks over security forces installations and security pickets increased to an alarming points and 
was subsequently the offensive was launched in the second quarter of the 2012. Similar engagements 
were also reported in the third quarter where the forces were busy fighting the insurgents. A total of 11 
incidents caused 58 killings with an increase number of injuries at 130. Overall in three quarters areas of 
Central Kurram remained volatile due to the military-militant infightings.

By observing the plotted graphs of the agency for the past two years one will find that the line showing 
the incidents ratio follows almost the same patterns. But the effects line, in both graphs, irregular 
fluctuations had been recorded. The statistics for all the four quarters of 2013 and 2012 available with Fata 
Research Center stood at; 19 Incidents with 76 Killings and 100 Injuries in the first quarter, 24 incidents 
with 71 killings and 86 injuries in second quarter, 15 incidents with 74 killings and 50 injuries in third while 22 
incidents and 282 casualties (139 killings and 143 injuries) in the final quarter of 2013. Similarly data for 2012 
remained at; 16 incidents 42 Killings and 15 injuries in first quarter, 22 incidents with 126 killings and 33 
injuries in second quarter, 20 incidents 131 killings and 50 injuries in the third quarter while in the fourth 
quarter the number of incidents stood at 30, killings at 47 and injuries at 52. 

 
The agency remained vulnerable in all the eight quarters of the past two years as no significant 
improvement in the security was notices during the period. It is the sole agency among the seven, where 
no military offensive have been launched for the past four years except the one in the final and closing 
quarter of year which was also a targeted operation. 
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
